What is STA Awareness Program? 

We, at the Department of  Atomic Energy Licensing Board (AELB), 
created the Industrial Awareness Program, to ensure that you, as a 
Malaysian traders, have all the information you need to comply with 
the Malaysian Export Control Law. We will discuss the interaction of 
STA 2010 with the Act 304 to ensure your compliance and business as 
usual without interruption. We will share with you the single window 
system that will facilitate your permit approval under E-Permit 
application systems by DagangNet Technology Sdn Bhd, the national 
single window for export permit application.

When you deal as in export, bring in transits, transship or brokers 
strategically controlled goods in particular related to nuclear and 
nuclear related technology to destinations outside Malaysia, you are 
require to meet government regulations.  
The awareness program main goal is to provide the 
information you need to: 

Understand what the legal requirements are;  

 Understand goods under STA 2010  
 understand export legislation, regulations, and policy; 
 know your single window permit systems 
 recognize suspicious transactions and report them to the 

proper authorities; 
 facilitate the movement of your goods with the least disruption 

to international trade; 
 help the government maintain credibility of Malaysia’s 

economic growth; and 
 protect your business from proliferation concerns or diversion. 



Strategically controlled goods are goods that are listed on Strategic 

Trade (Strategic Goods) Order 2010 or any goods that are destined 

to countries on Malaysia Strategic Trade Restricted and Prohibited 

Order. Examples of sensitive or strategically controlled goods 

include: 

■ nuclear-related material and technology;  

■ dual-use goods (e.g., steels, machineries, components) 

■ military equipment; 

 

 

Why is this awareness important to you? 

This program helps ensure that measures are in place to control the 

export of sensitive or strategic goods to countries that are: 

■ a proliferation concern; 

■ under United Nations Security Council sanctions; or 

■ Non proliferation Regimes committed by Malaysia.  

 
Another goal of this awareness program is to ensure that you are 
treated fairly and that your business does not suffer because you do 
not understand your legal obligations. For example, incomplete or 
incorrect permits can delay processing of your goods. These delays 
could affect the delivery dates you have negotiated with your 
clients. 

Why do we need your understanding?  

 

As an exporter, you are in the best position to: 

 recognize and report suspicious transactions; 
 determine what information or technology is critical to your 

business; 
 assess what sensitive information could be at risk, and from 

whom you must protect it; 
 identify who may pose a threat to Malaysia and your export 

product &; provide information on unusual and possible 
diversionary tactics. 
 

 

Understand your legal obligations  

As an exporter of controlled goods, you have 
certain legal obligations. You must: 
  

 report any controlled items as required  
to the department of AELB  before you 
export, transit, transship or broker them; 

 get Permit for transactions involving controlled items;  
 keep complete and accurate records and documents of all 

your export transactions for the current year plus the 
previous six; and 

 Offences and punishment under STA.
