A Growing threat since 2000 of the use and proliferation of WMD

A North Korea and Iran (clandestine nuclear weapons
programme)

A Irag (chemical & biological weapons attacks against the Kurds)

A September 11, 2001 attacks: concerns on attempts by terrorists to
acquire WMD

Convention (BWC)

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WHY MALAYSIA REQUIRE THE STA?
(2) UN SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION

SCR 15401 OP3(d) requires all States to -

take and enforce effective measures to establish domestic
controls to prevent the proliferation of nuclear, chemical, or
biological weapons and their means of delivery, including by
establishing appropriate controls over related materials and
to this end shall

é establish, develop, review and maintain appropriate
effective national export and trans-shipment controls over
such items, including appropriate laws and regulations to
control export, transit, trans-shipment and re-exporté o

NB: As a UN Member State, Malaysia is bound by Articles 25 and 48 of
the Charter of the United Nations to comply with and implement these
obligations.
